On completion of the three weeks the girls would have earned their Community Projectz badge.

Aim:
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To teach the girls to care for their community and the people in it.
Objectives:

· To select a community project for the girls to participate in.  This needs to be in conjunction with a community organisation. 
· To identify the benefits of doing this project for the community
· To show girls that they are able to contribute towards helping the community.
Preparation :

Contact your chosen community organisation or local council and plan the project together.

Notice to parents about the activity, place of activity and clothing required.

Some examples of Community Organisations are:

· Lions

· Rotary

· Save the Children fund
· Civil Defence 

· Food Bank

· Curtain Bank

· Environmental organisations e.g. Department of Conservation
· Keep NZ Beautiful – clean up the water ways etc
· Riding for the Disabled

· Salvation Army

· Opportunity Shops

· Kids Programmes (holiday and afterschool programmes) etc

· SPCA

Teaching Points:

Instruction should cover:

· Information about the project Where, When, How and Who

· Timing

· Funding

· Transport

· Safety 

· Clothing 

SetUp:

This is your usual formal start to the evening programme; girls will assemble at the Home Zone for marking the roll etc.  

Coach’s Tip:

Ensure you mark your Unit roll before leaving the hall and always take it with you when going off site.

Complete required forms e.g. RAMS forms for taking girls off site.
