Spiritual
Aim:
To have a fun end of term night
Objectives: 
· To have fun making chocolates
· To present the girls with the badges they have earned this term
.


Preparation:

· Familiarize yourself with the chocolate making before the night 
· Gather all the ingredients required for the chocolate making
· Set everything up before the girls arrive
Devotions:
What Does Easter Mean?
Read: Matthew 27: 33-38; 28: 1-11 

It would be good to read all of chapter 27 if you have time to do so. It speaks of Jesus trial and ridicule and abusive treatment from the soldiers.

Jesus had to die on the cross and shed His blood for us, so we could be brought back into relationship with God. He was the final sacrifice. It was through Jesus blood being shed that our sins have been forgiven (washed away). Then, through His resurrection (coming back to life), we too can be risen to new life in Him. When we come to the Lord, He makes us new creations. We have Jesus resurrected life in us.

Easter isn’t at all about Easter bunnies and Easter eggs as such, though these things are nice to have at Easter time. I’ve heard it said that the Easter egg represents 'new life' – as a chicken hatches from an egg. It is okay to enjoy chocolate bunnies and Easter eggs at Easter time, but let us not forget the real meaning of Easter.

Teaching session/Activities 

There is a suggested simple method of making Easter Chocolates below but feel free to use any recipe you want

Coaches tip:
If you have a lot of girls you may need to divide them into two or three groups and take turns making their chocolates. 
Other activities if needed for the groups while waiting for their turn could be making an Easter card or basket (see basket pattern below) to put the chocolates in or play some games relating to Easter (suggestions below).
Notices & home time:

Notices will need to be sent home a week or two before inviting the parents to come at the end of the evening to see their daughter receive her badges.
Easter chocolates

Equipment

You'll need Easter chocolate moulds for this recipe.

Ingredients 

375g packet milk, dark or white chocolate melts

Method

· Place melts into a heatproof bowl over a saucepan of simmering water (make sure base of bowl doesn't touch water). 
· Heat, stirring with a metal spoon, until melted. 
· Spoon chocolate into moulds. 
· Stand at room temperature for 10 minutes. 
· Refrigerate for 15 minutes, or until firm. 
· Turn out onto a clean tea towel. 
· Repeat until all melts have been used.

Notes

Shortcut: Place melts into a small, heatproof microwave-safe bowl. Heat, uncovered, on MEDIUM (50%) power for 2 to 3 minutes, stirring every minute with a metal spoon, or until melted. 

Hint: You can use cooking chocolate instead of melts. For a swirled effect, half-fill moulds with melted milk chocolate. Top with melted white or dark chocolate then use a skewer to swirl together. 

Variations: 

Coconut rough: Add 1/2 cup toasted coconut to melted chocolate. 

Cherry chocolate: Add 2 tablespoons finely chopped glace red cherries to melted chocolate. 

Macadamia chocolate: Add 1/2 cup finely chopped macadamia nuts to melted chocolate.
Easter Basket:

Tools and Materials

Coloured paper bags and construction paper 
Craft knife 
Flower and leaf templates (girls can create their own)

Craft glue
Hole punch
60 cm length of 5 cm-wide wired ribbon

Paper Easter Baskets How-To

1. Fold down the top of each bag four times, creating a 4 cm wide band.

2. Create flower and leaf shapes on the construction paper (cut them out with a craft knife).
3. Arrange flowers and leaves on the bag and glue in place.
5. Punch holes at each end of the band and thread the wired ribbon through the holes; knot to secure, and trim the ends.

Some Easter games and activities:
Easter Ten Questions
Start by choosing an Easter related person, place, or thing, then say “I'm thinking of something".  The girls try to guess what it is by asking no more than ten questions that can be answered "YES", "NO", or I DON'T KNOW". The girl who guesses correctly is next up. 

Broken Egg Questions
Supplies:
Cardboard eggs cut in two

Question written on the first half of the egg

Answer written on the second half of the egg

How to Play: Girls go around and ask the question and the second girl will give the answer. If the answers are correct, the two girls who are matched up then sit down. Game is over when all girls have matched up the question to the answer.
Easter Cupcake or Easter egg walk

Supplies:
Cupcake for each girl
Numbers taped to the floor

Easter basket to hold number call cards

Music

How to Play: When the music starts the girls begin to walk around the room stepping on each of the numbers as they go. When the music stops the girls should step on the number closest to them. A number is pulled from the Easter basket and the girl standing on that number gets to choose a cupcake and return to their desk. That number is then removed from the floor and the bag.   Continue until every girl has a cupcake. 
Option:  You may like to use pass it on cards, or bookmark relating to Easter instead of cupcakes or eggs for this activity.
Egg Clue

Supplies:
Egg for each girl with instructions written on one side and a chocolate egg taped on the other

Instructions might include: Hop like a bunny, walk like a crab, waddle like a duck, skip, walk backwards, etc.

How to Play: Divide girls into two or more teams. Put the eggs at the end of the room in piles, one in front of each team. On “go”, the first girl on each team runs to the pile, takes an egg and does what the egg says while returning to their team, then sits down. The next team member then runs to the pile...etc. The first team to be sitting down wins. Everyone enjoys a chocolate in the end. 

Easter Egg Roll

Supplies:
1 hard-boiled Easter egg for each team (maybe a few extras)

1 spoon for each team

How to Play: Divide girls into teams. The goal is for the first person to roll the egg with the spoon to the end of the course and back. The person hands the spoon to the next person in line and the relay continues until a team finishes. 
“Chubby Bunny” 
This is a fun Easter game.  You will need one or two bags of marshmallows (depends on how many girls you have).   The aim is to see how many marshmallows a girl can “shove” in  her mouth and say “Chubby Bunny”.    The person who can hold the most marshmallows and still say “Chubby Bunny” wins.
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
