
Note:  Use one of the ideas below or plan your own activities for tonight’s programme.  

If this night follows your Care programme, you could use it as an extra night for that topic.

Back in the Day:

Have everyone – leaders included - come dressed as a Bible character, but not tell anyone who they represent.   Decorate your meeting place to resemble a banquet in Jesus' Day, with candles for lighting.   Organise a meal consisting of only foods from back in Jesus' Day (breads, lamb, fruits, vegetables, spices, etc).  Remember!  No silverware! 

After enjoying the meal each girl has to describe herself while others try to guess who they were.   Award prizes for best costume (most creative representation of a Bible character) and most thorough knowledge of that character and of Bible days.   This is a great opportunity to let the girls see what Jesus’ lifestyle was like, and to minister to them through the characters they chose to come as.
Bring your own utensil dinner:

That's what you advertise it as . . . "Bring your own utensil” and you don't tell them anything else. When you're pumping the event, give suggestions of utensils they can bring: wooden spoons, spatulas, serving forks, egg beaters . . . whatever you want.
Serve a spaghetti dinner for the event.  The catch is... no silverware.  Everyone has to use the utensil they brought with them. Take pictures with a digital camera (if you have the capability, show a slide presentation at the end of the night). Give prizes afterward for the following:

Most creative utensil
Most functional utensil
Sloppiest eater
Neatest eater
Largest portion consumed
Smallest portion consumed
This event works great for building up the fellowship of your group.  
Good Deed night:
Decide on a service project that your girls could get involved in.  Here are a couple of ideas:
1. Fudge and gift tag:  Bake some fudge, cut up and wrap in cellophane, tie with curling ribbon, add a handmade gift tag that the girls make, and deliver this to a local old people’s home.  

2. This night could be an opportunity for you to introduce to the girls Samaritans Purse – “Operation Christmas Child” - putting Christmas boxes together for delivery to children in the likes of Papua New Guinea, Fiji etc.  Check out this link for further information http://www.samaritans-purse.org.uk/  The specially designed Christmas boxes are available from Manna Book Stores or through your Church.
