  Fire 


 
 Spiritual /  Interest
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Aim:


During this term we will complete the year’s programme on elements by focusing on the fourth and final element – fire.

Objectives:

        During this term we will:
· Learn about fire, its uses and misuses and about fire safety

· Learn a dance to perform for guest at the Final Fling (last session for the year)
· Construct costumes to wear in the dance
· Prepare refreshments to serve at the Final Fling

· Look at some of places in the Bible where fire is mentioned

Equipment Needed:

· White board and markers or pictures of fire and bluetac
· A copy of the floor plan of the meeting place – one for each girl

· Felt pens

Pre Setup:

Ensure you know where the fire safety equipment is located in your meeting place and that you know how to use it.
SetUp:

Commence the formal part of the evening with roll call etc.

Devotions:

Lead a discussion about fire – ask the girls to tell you if fire is our friend or our enemy.  Make two lists – uses for good eg heating, cooking, light, campfire to sing around etc and uses that are not good eg burns, destruction of property.  Perhaps another leader can be drawing these things on the whiteboard while you lead the discussion or you may have pictures you can use to illustrate your talk.
Fire is our friend when it is used in the right place at the right time and kept under control.  We need to be really respectful of fire.  Do we play with matches?  Do we put our hands into a fire? If a house is on fire do we run in to save the cat?  The girls may have other ideas to add.

God has given us many things that can be of benefit to us.  But if we use these things in a silly way they can cause us harm. 

Prayer
Activity Session:

Take the girls on a tour of your meeting place.  Show them the fire safety equipment.  Tell them they can feel safe there because there are laws that say how many extinguishers etc need to be provided to keep the people in the meeting place safe from fire.  

Get the girls to mark on their floor plans where the fire safety equipment is located.  

Talk about what you need to do if the fire alarm goes off.  Practice the evacuation plan.

Get the girls to draw the escape route on their floor plans where they would go if they had to leave the building.

Get the girls to practice leaving the building quickly but calmly – no pushing - a few times.  Use your stop watch and make a game of it.

Teach the girls the four parts Round – London’s Burning.
