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Aim:
Make an egg cosy for Mother’s Day
Objectives:


· Complete the egg cosy
· Make a gift tag for Mother’s Day (if time)

Equipment & Preparation:
· As per last week for egg cosy
· Material for gift tag, cardboard, glue, stickers, embellishments, ribbon, scissors, etc
Pre SetUp:

· Organise some games for when the girls start to arrive

· Set tables up and put out equipment

Set Up:

Usual set up and roll call.

Devotions – Honour your Mother 
Introduction:  Ask the girls to close their eyes and try to picture the person you describe. Say, “Think of a lady in your life that has spent more time helping you than any other person.” Allow several volunteers to answer. If needed, ask follow up questions to help them see that their mum is a very important person in their life.

Say, “Today, we are going to learn what kind of attitude God wants us to have toward our parents. This is true for mums and dads, or foster parents, or grandparents who take care of you. But we are going to talk a lot about mums today because mother’s day is coming up.”

“In just a minute we are going to read a Bible verse that teaches us how God wants us to treat our parents. While we read it, I want you to listen for any action words (verbs) that you hear. Then we’ll review to see how many you could find.”

Bible Passage: Ephesians 6:1-3 Read the Bible verses; be sure to emphasize the action words discussed below. Then read it a second time to give the children a “second chance” to hear the action words.

Review Action Words: Ask volunteers to explain which action words they heard in the passage. For each response, ask the girls to explain what the word means. They may need help. After each word, clarify what the word means. Here are the words they should have heard, with meaning.

· Obey – Doing what a person wants you to do

· Honour – Heart attitude about a person’s importance

· Go well – Living a good life

· Live (NIV says “enjoy long life”) – Staying alive a long time

 Is This Honouring Your Mother?  “Honouring means having a right attitude about someone and showing their importance in how you act.” Read the following statements, and have the girls agree or disagree. If the statement is something that honours your mother, the girls should stand up. If the statement is not honouring, the girls should sit with arms crossed.

· Doing what mum says right away {True}

· Throwing a fit if you don’t get what you want {False}

· Eating your dinner with thankfulness {True}

· Complaining about what mum cooked for dinner {False}

· Telling your mum that you love her {True}

· Praying for your mum {True}

· Telling other people your mum is not nice {False}
Close in prayer.

Game:

Egg-citing game of tag:
To set up, first select one person to start off as the bunny.  The remaining players are the eggs, who quietly (so the bunny doesn’t overhear) each choose an everyday colour for themselves.

Next decide on a home base for the eggs, a starting point for the bunny (about 3 to 6 metres away from the eggs’ home vase), and a round-trip course for the players to run, such as to a tree and back or once around the house.  Have the bunny and the eggs gather at their starting points.

To play, the Bunny begins calling out colours.  As soon as he calls a player’s colour, the egg takes off through the course, with the bunny in pursuit.  If the bunny manages to tag the egg before she can make it back to her home base, the players swap places and the eggs all select new colours.  If not, the bunny tries again with another colour.
Teaching Session Activity:
Girls to complete egg cosy started last week.
Gift tag:

For girls who are finished, they may like to make a gift tag for Mother’s Day to go with their egg cosy.  The girls can create their own gift tag, shape, style etc.
Equipment needed:
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Card in any colour the size of a gift tag

· Stickers and other embellishments for decoration

· Hole punch

· Ribbon or wool to attach tag to gift

· Glue, scissors, felts etc
