Following are some extra activities for the Foot Ralliez topic:

Does it have feet?
Talk about different kinds of animals that have feet and do the differences between them. Talk about the number of feet each animal has. What objects have feet (chair, table)?
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Activities: 
1. Organise a foot trail where the girls follow different kinds of feet.  Set up two or three trails, one with birds feet, one with the girls feet, and another with paw prints (or any animal).

Have all the trails finishing at the same spot.

Organise a foot activity, small craft or games at the finishing spot.
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Using a foot shape biscuit cutter, cut shape out from bread.  Use sultanas, carrots, and any other veges to put a face on the “foot”.  
3 Using the foot shape biscuit cutter make “gingerbread” foot shaped biscuits.  Girls can ice these and add M&M’s for toenails.

4 Toe rings or ankle bracelet – using the stretchy elastic bead thread, girls can thread beads on to it and make themselves a toe ring or ankle bracelet.

5 Get some nail polish and let the girls paint their toe nails.  They might want to have multi coloured toe nails, let them decide.


One foot or two?
Talk about how if you are talking about one object, it is foot and more than one is feet.

Beach Scene
You will need some large sheets of paper, paint and a paintbrush. Paint the bottom of one girl’s feet. Have her walk across the bottom half of the paper. Paint another girl’s feet a different colour and repeat. You can probably put about 5 or 6 girls on one sheet. Paint the girls hands green and have them place their hand prints at the top of the sheet with fingers outspread. The hands will be the tops of palm trees and their feet will be footprints in the sand. Draw brown trunks for the trees and glue sand to the bottom half of the page. You can have the girls paint the top with a mixture of blue paint and shaving cream for a cool blue sky.

Footprint Fishing
Tie 3 feet of string to a wooden spoon. Attach a magnet to the end of the string. Cut and laminate many different coloured, and sized footprints from construction paper. Attach a paper clip to each foot. Spread the feet shapes on the floor and let the girls try to catch the fish. Have them try to catch the red foot, or the biggest foot etc.

Footprint Butterflies – IFG Logo!!
Paint one foot on each girl black and press onto a piece of paper. This will be the butterfly's body. Paint their fingers and hands different colours, this will be the wings. When dry cut out the foot and hand print. Fix the hand print behind the footprint.    Add features such as antennae and eyes.  Add some glitter.
Create a journey:
Paint the girls feet and make footprints, cut out and put round the wall as though they are going on a journey.
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Hand and foot reindeer craft – makes a cute Christmas decoration:

This reindeer is made from handprints and a footprint, cut out of construction paper.

Equipment:

· Brown and tan (or orange) construction paper




· Pencil

· Scissors

· Glue

· Googly eyes (optional)
How to make:

· Trace around your foot onto brown construction paper, this will be the reindeer’s head.

· Trace around your hands using tan construction paper, these two pieces will be the reindeer’s antlers.
· Glue the handprint "antlers" to the top of the reindeer. Add a bright red paper nose, a paper (or drawn) mouth, and googly eyes (or paper eyes) to the reindeer's head. 
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
