
Aim:
To have a fun night which includes parents, family and church members 
with the theme “surviving in the Pacific”.

Objectives:

· Have a Team Challenge on surviving in the Pacific.  
· Invite parents, families and church members – you could have this as a gold coin donation so you could raise some money for a worthy cause in the Pacific.
Preparations:

· Decorate the meeting place to look like a Pacific Island.

· Send notices home the previous week encouraging everyone to come dressed Island style.

· Gather all equipment needed for the “Surviving in the Pacific” challenge.

· Have some information to share before starting each of the challenge events, a suggested introduction to each event is written below.

· Have some Island music playing when everyone arrives

· Island food for supper

· Invite a Pacific Island group to come and provide some entertainment during the evening – they may even teach everyone a dance.
Welcome everyone and introduce the format for the evening.

Devotions:

If you have been able to source a Pacific Island group for the evening, you could ask them to lead devotions.

Surviving the Pacific Challenge:

Divide everyone into teams, mix girls and adults up so there is an even number in each team.

Start the challenge – the first five events below are all team events while the last one is for everyone together.
Amazing Maze   
Background talk about the mountain (highlands of Papua New Guinea) and how long it can take to walk there plus the density of the bush.
Use masking tape to create a maze on the floor – divide girls into teams of approx 6 players. Teams must get their members through the maze without walking on the lines or cutting corners. The team to finish in the quickest time are the winners.
 Neckloose  
Background talk about how many countries in the Pacific welcome visitors with a lei.

Each team must make enough leis for each member of the team in the fastest possible time. The team to finish in the quickest time are the winners.
 Build a Tower  
Background talk about the towers that the natives from Vanuatu jump from.

Materials to be used are straws, cellotape and pins. Each team’s tower will be judged on height and stability – use a small doll to test stability.
Colourful butterflies – Make puzzles from the IFG logo 
Background the Pacific islands have a huge variety of coloured butterflies, which inhabit the various islands

Teams to put puzzles together. The team to finish in the quickest time are the winners. 
Fruit Basket 
Background the various islands have a huge variety of fruit.

Team to place a piece of fruit onto a plate and run to a basket and place the fruit into the basket (not throw). Once fruit is in the basket team arranges this to make a suitable table arrangement. Each team’s arrangement will be judged and time it has taken to do this arrangement will also be taken into consideration.
Musical Islands:

Spread sheets of newspaper on the floor throughout the hall or room you are meeting in to represent islands.  Using a CD and player start the music.  When the music starts everyone moves around the islands, and then when the music stops they are to find an island to stand on.  More than one person can stand on each island.  After each round, fold each “island” in half so that the islands become smaller.  The last two people to be able to stand on the smallest of islands with their feet on the newspaper are the winners.
