Even though Niue is one of the world's biggest coral islands,
its highest point is only 68 metres above sea level - not much

higher than Te Papal

It's hard to get onto Niue. The island is surrounded by steep cliffs, and
there are no ports. Some people just anchor offshore and swim for it.
That's one way of getting onto Aleffi, the capital city, in the south-west

part of the island.

Only 2300 people live on Niue. They could all fit into Te Papa with lots
of room to spare. But over 14,500 Niueans live in New Zealand. That's
nearly seven times the number living on Niue!

People have lived on Niue for 1400
years. Over that time, some of
Niue's beautiful forests have

become so sacred that, these days,
people aren't allowed into them.

Would you believe that Niue is
crucial for the game of soccer?
That's because Niueans make and
export soccer balls! They also
export fruit, handicrafts, and
coconut cream. But one of Niue's
most famous exports is John Pule,
the painter. He now lives in New
Zealand and paints pictures that
look like the old Niuean hiapo
(barkcloth). We have some of
these paintings in our art
collection. And you can see other
types of old hiape in our Pacific
collection. :
