Aim:


Over these three weeks we are unpacking “The Great Commission”, the instruction given by Jesus to His followers to be missionaries.
Objectives:

· To explore the which, what, where, when, who and how of missionaries by looking at three different examples. 
Equipment Needed:

· Cards for question time – see below
· Some food from the country where your guest served as a missionary
SetUp:

Commence the formal part of the evening with roll call etc.

Devotions:

(As this badge subject is a spiritual one, there are no separate devotions for these three weeks).

Mission Possible (3)
The modern home grown missionary
Begin this session by introducing your guest missionary and by recapping on the last two week’s teaching.  What is “The Great Commission”?  Who was the very first missionary?  Why did Gladys Aylward go to China?
“Today we have people from all walks of life who are missionaries.  Missionaries can be people serving overseas, sometimes for years – like doctors, carpenters, pilots, teachers and administrators.  Or they may go overseas on short term mission trips to help out on a special project – like rebuilding villages in Samoa after the tsunami.   Or missionaries may be people serving in their own country – like IFG leaders.
Often when people serve overseas these days they have a profession or trade – something useful to share in the country where they go to serve – as well as actively spreading the Good News about Jesus.  But really any Christian who receives a call on their life to serve can go – just like Gladys Aylward did”.

Missionaries are mostly connected to a Church Missionary Society or the Missionary “Department” attached to most mainstream churches.  They provide the support services (including money) that the missionaries need while they are working “in the field”. 
Check out the website for your churches missionary department eg Baptist have tranzend  
Organise girls into six groups and give each group a word written on a card or a piece of paper-Which -  What -  Where -  When  -  Who  -  How

Ask each group to make up a question starting with “their” word that they can ask their visiting missionary guest.

Here are some examples if the girls get “stuck”.
Which organisation supported you while you were overseas?

What was the scariest experience you had when you were overseas?

Where did you serve as a missionary?

When did you decide that you wanted to be a missionary?

Who can be a missionary?

How do you get to be a missionary?
