 Scrapz



      Interest
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Aim:

· To teach the girls the skills of creative scrapbooking

Objectives: 
· To have the girls create a card, memory sheets for an album, pockets and labels/tags.
Coach’s Tip: Be aware that some girls are more creative than others. To counteract problems have extra people to work alongside girls requiring assistance.

Google scrapbooking and you will find heaps of information and ideas on the internet. 

There are some websites at the end of this outline which you may like to check out and there are also instructions to make scrapbooking tags. 
Preparation: 
Make a couple of album sheets as examples so the girls can see the completed item.

Ensure you have extra photos just in case some of the girls have forgotten to bring any.

If you have access to a digital camera and portable printer, you could take photos of the girls that they can then scrapbook.

Pre SetUp:

Before the girls arrive set up tables with the equipment ready for the scrapbooking.

SetUp:

This is your usual formal start to the evening programme; girls will assemble at the Home Zone for marking the roll etc.

· Albums sheets

· Spare photos

· Layout Templates

· Scrapbooking papers and card

· Embellishments: stickers, lace, ribbon, buttons, etc

· Scissors

· Glue

Object Lesson:

“Read It”

Object:    A musical instrument and a music book for the instrument.
Scripture. (Acts 17:11):    "They listened to the message with great eager​ness, and every day they studied the Bible.

Outline
Introduce object: Once upon a time a child had an old piano and wanted to learn how to play it.  Since there was no money for lessons, a friend gave the boy a lesson book and said, "Here is a book that will help you."
Story

Once upon a time a child had an old piano and wanted to learn how to play it. Since there was no money for lessons, a friend gave the boy a lesson book and said, "Here is a book that will help you.” The boy took the book home and set it on the piano.  (Put the Bible on a table and leave it there unopened). He started banging on the keys. His banging, however, wasn't any better than it had been before he got the book, so he went back to his friend and told him that the book didn't work. When the friend found out what the boy had done he said, "Nothing will happen if you don't even open the book!"  (Open the Bible on the table and just leave it there).  
The boy went home, opened the book, placed it on the piano, and started banging on the keys again. Still nothing special happened, so he went back to his friend and told him that the book still didn't work. This time his friend said, "Did you read it? Did you do what it told you to do?"

The boy went home and opened the book to the first lesson. He read it carefully and did exactly what it said to do. Soon he was able to play a little tune.  (Read and study the Bible, apply what you learn).
The same is true of the Bible. It is an important part of learning about the Christian life, but many people leave the Bible closed, thinking that just having it on a table where they can see it will help them. Sometimes they will open it or page through it without reading it. It doesn't help you to have a Bible unless you read it regularly, study it, ask God to make it meaningful to you, let it inspire and direct you, and spend quiet time thinking about what it says. The Bible doesn't do you any good closed, or open and unread. You need to read it, study it, and live by it!

Game:  If there is time to spare have a game ready for the girls to play.

Teaching session/Activity:

These simple steps will help you create a basic scrapbook page that showcases four special photos. This layout has basic clean lines that will look fabulous in your scrapbook albums.

Sort Your Photos – Select several photos of one theme. 

Choose a Focal Point Photo – Select one photo to be the main picture on your layout. The easiest way to create a balanced, pleasing scrapbook page layout is to have a single focal point. You can crop or re-print other photos in a smaller size so the focal point is the largest photo on the page.

Choose Paper and Embellishments – Select colors of solid and patterned papers that accent the photos. The patterned papers will coordinate with stickers that you may wish to use for your layout.

Create a Background – To begin putting together the scrapbook page, cut a 2 inch strip of one of the patterned papers and a 4 inch strip of the other. The 2 inch piece goes across the top of the cardstock, while the 4 inch piece goes across the bottom. Both pieces are topped off with a strip of paper or a border sticker. This is the background for my page.

Double Mat the Focal Point Photo – The focal point photo will be placed on the large field of green cardstock in the middle of the page. First I mat the photo with white cardstock, and next I mat it with a slightly larger frame of red cardstock. This double mat gives extra importance to the focal point on the page. If you are not able to make the supporting photos smaller, double matting the focal point photo is often all you need to give it the prominence that it requires to balance the layout.

Group Mat the Supporting Photos – A great time-saving technique in scrapbooking is to mat several photos all on one piece of cardstock. Here all 3 of the supporting photos have been matted on a single strip of white cardstock.

Place the Photos on the Background Page – Try out your layout, by placing the matted photos on the background page without adhesive. Dry-fitting the parts of your layout before adhering them to the layout is a great way to try out the placement of the pieces to make sure you like how they will look on the page.

Print a Journaling Box – The photos on your page will lose their meaning over the years without supporting text. Here the journaling has been printed on sheet of white cardstock and trimmed to fit on a strip of navy cardstock that has been slipped beneath the focal point photo. You could also hand-write your journaling if you wish.
Add Simple Embellishments – Some layouts do not need very many embellishments. A simple themed sticker may be added to the paper stripe at the top of the page is all that is needed to complete the scrapbook page. The completed scrapbook page is the last image in this step by step article.

The Completed Scrapbook Page Layout – The completed scrapbook page is a simple and quick way to create a 12x12 inch scrapbook layout that uses 4 photos. It tells the story of the pictures in a clean and classic way that you will always be proud to display in your albums.

Notices & home time:

Hand out the notice you have written explaining what the girls need to bring for next week. 

Make sure all the girls have their album sheets to take home.

Expand our Talents:

Objective:
To illustrate how we can expand our talents.

Equipment:
Plastic bag of un-popped popcorn and a plastic bag of popped popcorn.
Lesson:

Hold up the bag of un-popped popcorn and ask what it is.

Ask if it is edible as it is and how we can make it edible?  (By applying heat to it).

Next hold up the popcorn that had been popped.  Explain that when we heat up the kernels, they burst open into a fluffy, white mass.
Point out that our talents are similar to this.  They can remain hard, useless kernels with us, or we can apply heat and energy to them, and they will burst forth enabling others to appreciate them.  This benefits others lives as well as ours.

We are expanding our talents through scrapbooking at the moment.  Not everyone’s scrapbooking will look the same; we will all have our own ideas of how we want to create our scrapbook pages.  
Scrapbooking is giving you an opportunity to use the gifts and talents that God has given you.  We don’t all have the same gifts and talents, so this is an opportunity to share with each other your thoughts and ideas as your create your scrapbook pages.

Resources:

Scrapbooking is a very popular pastime and you will find there are many people who would be very willing to help take this interest subject. They may even be willing to plan the programme for you. Take advantage of expert knowledge.

Scrapbooking is a method for preserving personal and family history in the form of photographs, printed media, and memorabilia contained in decorated albums, or scrapbooks. The idea of keeping printed materials of personal interest probably dates to shortly after the invention of printing. This trend is probably similar for photographs.

With the advent of affordable paper, precursors to modern scrapbooks became available to a wider array of people. Beginning in the 15th century, commonplace books, popular in England, emerged as a way to compile information that included recipes, quotes, letters, poems and more. Each commonplace book was unique to its creator's particular interests. Friendship albums became popular in the 16th century. These albums were used much like modern day yearbooks, where friends or patrons would enter their names, titles and short texts or illustrations at the request of the album's owner. These albums were often created as souvenirs of European tours and would contain local memorabilia including coats of arms or works of art commissioned by local artisans. 

Starting in 1570, it became fashionable to incorporate colored plates depicting popular scenes such as Venetian costumes or Carnival scenes. These provided affordable options as compared to original works and, as such, these plates were not sold to commemorate or document a specific event, but specifically as embellishments for albums. In 1775, James Granger published a history of England with several blank pages at the end of the book. The pages were designed to allow the book's owner to personalize the book with his own memorabilia. The practice of leaving pages to personalize at the end of books became known as grangerizing. Additionally, friendship albums and school yearbooks afforded girls in the 18th and 19th centuries an outlet through which to share their literary skills, and allowed girls an opportunity to document their own personalized historical record previously not readily available to them.

The advent of modern photography began with the first permanent photograph created by Joseph Nicéphore Niépce in 1826. Photography became available to an ever-widening population with the invention of George Eastman's paper photographs in the late 1880s and the mass production of the Kodak Brownie, a camera designed to be simple (and inexpensive) enough for a child, in 1900. This allowed the average person to begin to incorporate photographs into their scrapbooks.

Old scrapbooks tended to have photos mounted with photomount corners and perhaps notations of who was in a photo or where and when it was taken. They often included bits of memorabilia like newspaper clippings, letters, etc.

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Scrapbooking – Making tags:

Things you’ll need:

· Several different colored cardstock pages 

· Paper trimmer 

· Embellishments 

· Tape 

· Eyelets 

· Eyelet setter 
How to make:

· First, cut the paper to the desired size. For the best results, cut the paper into a rectangle. Some dimensions that work well are 2-by-4 and 3-by-5; but you can create your own size. If you are journaling on it, you may want a large tag. If you are filling a small spot on the page, a small one will work.
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Next, at a 45 degree angle, cut the corners off of one of the narrow ends. Most paper trimmers have a guide line for 45 degree cuts. You may want to try this on a scrap piece of paper first to make sure you know how much you want to take off of the corners.
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When the corners are cut off, decorate the tag to fit its use. If you are journaling on your scrapbook tags, you may want to put lines on the tag or stamp a desired image or title, whatever you want to use the tag for. There is no right or wrong way to finish off your tag. Get as creative as you want or just keep it simple.
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Once the scrapbook tag is decorated, punch a hole in the middle of the narrow end with the eyelet setter and then set an eyelet into the scrapbook tag. Then, you can tie a piece of ribbon or jute through the eyelet to give your tag the finishing touch.
· Finally, put your tag into your scrapbook. Take pride in knowing that you can create your own scrapbook tags.
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
