When you read, keep emphasising the way God
saw that it was good!

God named the land Earth. He named the pooled
water Ocean. (cup of water) God saw that it was
good.

God spoke: “Earth! Grow all varieties of green
plants, every sort of fruit tree.” And there it was.
(the leaf) God saw that it was good. It was
evening, and it was morning — Day Three.

God spoke: “Lights! Come out! Shine in Heaven’s
sky! Separate Day from Night.” And there it was.
God made two big lights, the larger to take charge
of Day, the smaller to be in charge of Night; and
he made the stars. (the star) God saw that it was
good. It was evening, and it was morning — Day
Four.

God spoke: “Ocean, fill with fish and all sea life!
Birds, fly through the sky over Earth!” God saw
that it was good. God blessed them: “Fish in the
waters — have children! Birds in the sky — have
children!” (the feather) It was evening, and it was
morning — Day Five.
