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Aim:  To learn to do make a wall hanging 
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Objectives:

· To make a wall hanging using different materials

· To allow the girls to be creative 

Resources per girl:

· One piece black velvet ribbon 4cm wide and 41 cm long
· Four small round mirrors 3cm across 

· Pieces of paua shell

· Coloured sequins and beads 

· Curtain ring no wider than the ribbon 

· Various sized and different shaped small shells 

With the exception of the ribbon all other items can be purchased from most $2.00 shops.

Other equipment:

· Good craft glue 

· Dressmaking pins 

· Measuring tape

Pre Session preparation:  
· In the weeks prior to the craft the girls could collect shells from the beach, wash and clean them. 

· Cut the ribbon to correct size

Pre SetUp:

· Organise some games for when the girls start to arrive

· Set tables up and put out equipment
Set Up:

Usual set up and roll call.

Coach’s Tip:   

Have a completed wall hanging available to show the girls

In New Zealand Mother’s Day is celebrated on the second Sunday in the month of May. This is the same day on which the United States celebrates Mothers Day. And as the idea of celebrating Mothers Day in New Zealand has come from the United States, the manner of celebrating Mothers Day in New Zealand is much the same as theirs. On Mother’s Day people of New Zealand thank their mothers and recognize their efforts in bringing them up and caring for them.

A lot of people buy expensive presents for their mothers on Mother’s Day, but do you know what, you don’t have to spend a lot of money on a present.  Most mum’s love to get something that has been made by you.  Your handmade gifts are very special to your mum, grandma or that special “other mother” you may have in your life.  

Here are a couple of Mother’s Day poems that have been written by children:
"Happy Mother’s Day"
"Happy Mother's Day" means more
Than have a happy day.
Within those words lie lots of things
We never get to say.
It means I love you first of all,
Then thanks for all you do.
It means you mean a lot to me,
And that I honour you.
But most of all, I guess it means
That I am thinking of
Your happiness on this, your day,
With pleasure and with love

To My Mother 
For all the times you gently picked me up,
When I fell down,
For all the times you tied my shoes
And tucked me into bed,
Or needed something
But put me first instead.

God wants us to remember our mothers and thank them for what they do for us.  He wants us to do this not just on Mother’s Day, but all through the year.    

Prayer:  For mothers.
Teaching Session / Activity:

· Lay the pieces of ribbon flat on the table and help the girls to measure 4cms from the top 

· Fold this over to the back (smooth side to smooth side).

· Secure with a pin at this stage.
· Fold 2cm under at the bottom of the ribbon and secure with a pin

· Evenly space out the four round mirrors down the ribbon and glue in place (the glue may take some time to dry)

· While waiting the girls can work on their designs for decorating their mirrors using either a spare piece of mirror or setting the design out on the table  e.g.   on top of the mirror put a piece of paua shell and then on top of the paua shell put a small shaped shell etc. 

· The girls can try making various designs for their mirrors.
· Once the design is chosen then each piece needs to be glued together with the first piece glued to the mirror and the others glued one on top of the other.
· Once all the shells beads etc are glued to the mirror then a sequin can be placed on the ribbon between the mirrors and glued in place

· Lastly using the curtain ring open up the folded top part of the ribbon and thread it through the curtain ring and glue it back to back 

· Remove the pin from the bottom fold and glue that in place.

· Photocopy paper

Preparation:

· Photocopy enough coupons for each girl.

SetUp:

Usual formal set up for the programme.

Games:

You may like to play some of the girls’ favourite games.

Mark 14 : 3-9

Erin busily worked on a picture for her grandmother who would be coming for a visit on Mother’s Day.  She finished drawing a house then worked on trees and other objects.  Erin enjoyed art and her teacher had told her she had a talent for it.  “There!” she said, checking the finished picture to make sure she had done it as well as she could.
Nearby Erin’s younger sister Sara, worked on a picture of her own.  “Mine’s done too” she said holding it up.  “Looks like scribbling to me” Erin scoffed.

When Grandma arrived, Erin gave her, her drawing.  “My, but this is good work Erin” Grandma exclaimed.  When Sara shyly held out her picture, Grandma exclaimed over it too.  But she noticed Erin’s scowl.

Use the attached coupon designs or make your own by simply filling in the blank one. Equipment:
· ½ sheet cardstock 
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2 paper fasteners or stapler 
· Hole punch or sharpened pencil 
· Paper cutter 
· Stickers, foam stickers, markers, or anything else you would like to decorate with 
· Sheet of coupons, one for each girl.
· Embellishments, glitter etc.
How to make it:

· Print out the coupon patterns, as many as you like.
· Fill in the blanks on any of the coupons that are not 
filled out. 
· Use a paper cutter or scissors to cut out the coupons. (See photo – top right) 
· Use a pencil to sketch around a coupon onto the cardstock, about 1 cm larger than the coupon. (See photo - middle) 
· Cut the cardstock using the sketched line as a guide, 
cut two pieces for the cover and the back. 
· Use a hole punch or a sharpened pencil to poke holes in the coupons and the cardstock and assemble with the paper fasteners. Or you can simply staple the booklet.

· Decorate the front cover with markers, stickers, foam stickers, or whatever else you like. (See photo – top of previous page.) 

 Coach’s Tips:
· Instead of cardstock, you can use construction paper. 

· If using glitter glue to decorate the cover, be sure to allow for ample drying time. 

· Foam stickers are available at your local craft supply 
store
